It also provides some 
very useful feedback on how we can continue to improve our Safeguarding service and the support that 
is given to parishes and chaplaincies.  Good two-way communication is always important in helping us 
to embed quality Safeguarding practice so that all our parishes and chaplaincies are safe and 
welcoming places.  Our diocesan website has details of all our Safeguarding information and the 
excellent support that continues to be offered.                                                                                                                                                                                       
On Tuesday last, we celebrated across the diocese the ‘Day of special prayer for victims and survivors 
of sexual abuse’.  In my homily during the Cathedral Mass, I spoke of how, from meeting with and 
listening to victims and survivors of child sexual abuse, I have come to understand that sexual abuse 
not only heinously violates a child at the time of their abuse but it all too often cruelly robs a child of 
their future.

hype. Yet much of what our nostalgia dredges up was actually good in its day, and remains so. 
Throughout Easter the Church is recalling the adventures of the Church in the weeks after Jesus died 
and then rose again. We sit around the campfire of our memories, telling stories about how it was then. 
Philip. Remember Philip who told Jesus, “just show us the Father and that will be enough for us.” Of 
course he was seeing Jesus and therefore was looking at the Father, but he did not know it. And do you 
remember what Jesus said just before his passion and death? That he would send the Spirit of Truth into 
our hearts. And that we would not be left orphans. It was hard to understand then and it is still pretty 
difficult. Let us go over it one more time. Jesus seemed to say, first, that God the Abba was so much 
within Jesus that every time you see him it is the same thing as seeing God. Second, Jesus said, I am 
going to be so much within you — yes, you normal people — that whenever people see you it will be the 
same thing as seeing me! And of course, the Father is in me, so they see the Father too!  “I almost have 
it,” Philip gulped. So Jesus said it again. You will not see me anymore. But that doesn’t make me absent 
from you. I and Abba will be within you so that your very spirit will hold the Spirit of me and of the 
Father. All you need to do is to say “yes.” Then Philip saw it. In the upper room he touched the truth. 
Very soon he was running from place to place doing miracles and preaching about the Messiah! With 
one accord, the crowds paid attention to what was said by Philip when they heard it and saw the signs he 
was doing. For unclean spirits, crying out in a loud voice, came out of many possessed people, and many 
paralyzed or crippled people were cured. ‘There was great joy in that city. ’We ourselves touch the truth 
and receive it also. Maybe it is not so dramatic as Philip's experience, but we have it every Sunday and 
any other day we choose to participate in Mass. We touch and receive Jesus on the tongue.                                    
Simple? No. Well, maybe it is simple. This Sunday we remember again not hype but these deepest, 
dearest mysteries of our lives.”                                                                                                                                  
THIS SUNDAY’S GOSPEL Only in John is the Spirit whom the Father will send called ‘the Advocate’ or 
‘the Paraclete’. Both names have the same derivation and the same meaning, but the former is from the 
Latin words, the latter from the Greek. It means someone ‘called to one’s side’ as a helper, principally 
as a defender in a lawsuit. The word ‘Paraclete’ also suggests comfort and strength, as implied in the 
quality paraclesis or perseverance. In the discourse after the Last Supper, when Jesus is preparing his 
disciples for their future task, there are four separate sayings about the Paraclete. The Paraclete is sent 
both by Jesus and by the Father, but always from the Father’s side. The Paraclete, the Spirit of truth, 
will teach the disciples everything and lead them into all truth, witnessing to the Father. The Paraclete is 
‘another Paraclete’, that is, other than Jesus, who will make Jesus present when Jesus is no longer 
physically with them. The close link and interplay between these three figures gives us not only the 
beginnings of the theology of the Trinity, but also a lasting confidence that Jesus is never absent from his 
Church. With the guidance and patronage of the Paraclete the Church enters more and more deeply into 

the understanding of the divine mystery.
